Misasa Onsen(Misasa)

Misasa Onsen, one of the most famous hot
springs of the San'in region, has long been regard-
ed for its therapeutic benefits. Its waters, with one
of the highest radon contents worldwide, are wide-
ly known for their "hormesis effect’, which
strengthens immunity and the body's natural
self-healing abilities. It is famous for the open-air
baths that line the sides of Misasa Bridge.

Lake Togo Yotsude-ami (Yurihama)

As one of San'in region's eight most beautiful
views, Lake Togo is a brackish water lake,
12km in circumference. The shores of the lake
contain attractions such as Hawai Onsen, Togo
Onsen, and Enchoen, one of the largest Chi-
nese-style gardens in Japan. The pleasant lake-
side breeze is perfect for an enjoyable stroll.
The large shijimi clams produced in Lake Togo
are famous as "black diamonds".
